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VYJIMECNA SVETOVA HODNOTA

Strucna syntéza

Vila Tugendhat se nachazi v Brné ve &tvrti Cerna Pole,

v Jihomoravském kraji v Ceské republice. Vila byla navrzena
architektem Ludwigem Miesem van Rohe a vybudovana

v letech 1929-1930 pro Gretu a Fritze Tugendhatovy,
prislusniky némeckych Zidovskych rodin primysinika

a obchodnikd. Predni némecky architekt Ludwig Miese van
der Rohe navrhl nejen stavebni substanci, ale i interiér vily
s pfilehlou zahradou.

Brnénska vila Tugendhat je prikopnickym dilem moderni
rezidencni architektury 20. stoleti. Je ztvarnénim novych
prostorovych a estetickych koncepci, které v té dobé
vznikaly v oblasti bydleni a s vyuZzitim mozZnosti moderni
pramyslové vyroby splfiovaly potfeby moderniho Zivotniho
stylu. Uréujicim prvkem architektury vily Tugendhat je
interiér navrzeny jako volné plynouci otevreny prostor.
Vila je rovnéz odrazem touhy Miese van der Rohe vytvorit
architekturu soustredujici se na podstatu a usilujici

o nejCistsi vyjadreni jednotlivych detaill i celku. Zimni
zahrada zaujima vyznamnou ¢ast plochy hlavniho podlazi.
Délici stény z makasarského ebenu a onyxu na témze
podlazi nenasilné oddéluji jednotlivé prostory a vytvareji
tak spolecenskou halu, hudebni zakouti a knihovnu.
Hlavni obytny prostor ma velka okna a je pfimo propojen
s terasou, z niz vede Siroké schodisté doll na zahradu.
Nosnou konstrukci tvori ocelové sloupy s mosaznym
oplasténim a chromovym povrchem. Zcela vyjimecné
bylo i ve sklepé se nachazejici technické zazemi vily, jako
napriklad kombinace teplovzdusného vytapéni a chlazeni
a elektrické spousténi velkoplosnych oken.

Vila Tugendhat v Brné je nejen ikonickou stavbou

v kontextu brnénské moderni vystavby, ale i opus magnum
jejiho architekta, Miese van der Rohe. Dilo mohl pIné
realizovat podle svého navrhu a zdaméra diky idealni
spolupraci s vysoce kultivovanou rodinou Tugendhatd.
Architekt navrhl i nabytek, pficemz nékteré kusy mély sva
presna mista urceni. V rdmci evropského dila Miese van
der Rohe neexistuje Zadné analogické architektonické dilo
dochované v takto neporuseném stavu.

OUTSTANDING UNIVERSAL VALUE

Brief Synthesis

The Tugendhat Villa is situated in Brno, in the district of
Cerna Pole, in the south of South Moravia in the Czech
Republic. The villa was designed by the architect Ludwig
Mies van der Rohe and built on a commission from Grete
and Fritz Tugendhat, members of rich industrial families
of Brno, in 1929-1930. The prominent German architect
Ludwig Mies van der Rohe not only designed the villa but
also its furniture and the adjacent garden. Moreover, Mies
van der Rohe closely supervised the execution of

the building project to achieve perfection.

The Tugendhat Villa in Brno is a pioneering work of
modern 20 century residential architecture. It embodies
innovative spatial and aesthetic concepts that are
developed in housing at that time to meet the new needs
arising from the modern way of life, by taking advantage
of the opportunities afforded by modern industrial
production. Designing the interior residential area as

a space without limits determines the architecture

of the Tugendhat Villa. The villa also reflects the desire of
Mies van der Rohe to create an architecture concentrating
on the essential and aiming at the purest expression

in each detail as well as in the whole. A winter garden
occupies almost two thirds of the entire floor space of
the main floor. Subtle divisions made of rosewood and
onyx separate spaces of this same floor such as

the reception hall, the music corner and the library.

The living area has large windows and is directly joined
to the terrace that has a wide stairway leading down to
the garden. The main structure of the house is made

of reinforced concrete slabs supported by steel beams,
some of them being polished. The basement includes
mechanical equipment of the house, in particular for

the central heating and air conditioning, as well as for
the electrically operated large windows.

The Tugendhat Villa in Brno is one of the most original
projects completed by Mies van der Rohe. He was able

to fully implement his design in accordance with his
intentions due to the ideal cooperation with the highly
cultured Tugendhat family. The furniture was designed by
the architect and some pieces were intended for specific
locations. There is no other similar architectural work of
the European production by Mies van der Rohe that has
been preserved with such integrity.
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Kritérium (ii): Némecky architekt Mies van der Rohe
ve vile Tugendhat velmi zdafilym zptsobem uplatnil
nové radikalni koncepty modernismu pro navrhovani
rezidencnich budov.

Kritérium (iv): Ve 20. letech 19. stoleti prosla architektura
v ramci modernismu zasadni proménou a dilo Ludwiga
Miese van der Rohe, jehoz idealnim prikladem je vila
Tugendhat, sehralo dlleZitou roli v jeho celosvétovém
Sifeni a prijeti.

Integrita

Vsechny duleZité slozky statku, zejména dim a zahrada
jsou zachovany a nachdzeji se uvnitt hranic statku.
Ochranné pasmo méstské pamatkové rezervace slouzi jako
naraznikova zéna vily Tugendhat. Pohledy na vilu i vyhledy
z ni na mésto zUstaly zachovany. Veskera rizika vystavby, jez
by mohla ohrozit vizudlni integritu vily, jsou pod dohledem
subjektll zodpovédnych za pamatkovou péci.

Autenticita

Vila Tugendhat v Brné splnuje kritéria autenticity. Navzdory
nejriznéjsim zménam, ke kterym doslo v minulosti,

véetné ztraty plvodni funkce objektu, odpovida soucasna
podoba vily, jeji materidly a technické vybaveni plivodnimu
architektonickém ndvrhu. Zachovani autenticity je
zdliraznéno faktem, Ze vila je prezentovéana jako obytny
dim — muzeum. Vila slouZi jako pamatnik moderni
architektury. Kromé pravidelné a dlouhodobé provadéné
udrzby pomobhla vile navratit jeji plivodni vzhled z roku
1930, kdy byla dokoncena, i rozsahla akce obnovy z let
2010-2012. Podstatou restaurovani vily se stala Uplna
rehabilitace stavby, co nejcitlivéjsi a nejpresnéjsi obnova
vsech plivodnich povrch( a jednotlivych prvkd (povrchy,
omitky, dfevo, kdmen a kov). Pamatkova obnova se tykala
nejen stavebnich konstrukci, ale také inzenyrskych siti,
technického vybaveni a zahrady. Restauratorské prace byly
provadény v souladu s pfisnymi mezinarodnimi normami
pamatkové péce za pouZiti historickych materiald

a technologickych postupd. Restaurovani vily vychazelo

z podrobného vyzkumu, diky némuz se prohloubily znalosti
o puvodnich architektonickych detailech.

Podminky ochrany a spravy

Vila Tugendhat v Brné je chranéna zdkonem ¢. 20/1987 Sb.,
o statni pamatkové péci, ve znéni pozdéjsich predpist a je
prohlasena za narodni kulturni pamatku. Z tohoto ddvodu
poziva nejvyssiho stupné pamatkové ochrany. Ochranné
pasmo méstské pamdtkové rezervace historického centra
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Criterion (ii): The German architect Mies van der
Rohe applied the radical new concepts of the Modern
Movement triumphantly to the Tugendhat Villa to
the design of residential buildings.

Criterion (iv): Architecture was revolutionized by

the Modern Movement in the 1920s and the work of Mies
van der Rohe, epitomized by the Tugendhat Villa, played

a major role in its worldwide diffusion and acceptance.

Integrity

The main components of the property, namely the house
and the garden, are still present and are located within
the boundaries of the property. The protective zone of
the urban heritage reservation serves as the buffer zone
of the Tugendhat Villa. The views of the villa and those
from the villa of the town have been preserved. All risks
of the erection of buildings that could compromise

the visual field of the villa are kept under control by

the bodies responsible for heritage preservation.

Authenticity

The Tugendhat Villa in Brno meets the criteria of
authenticity. In spite of various alterations in the past and
the loss of its original function, the present form of

the villa, the materials and items of technical equipment of
the villa are the same as in the design of the architect.

The authenticity is underlined by the fact that

the villa serves as a house-museum. The villa was used as

a monument of modern architecture. In addition to regular
maintenance it has received over the years,

the work done between 2010 and 2012 helped to restore
its original appearance of 1930, the year when it was
finished; this was achieved by the restoration of

the finishes, plaster, wood, stone and metal, as well as

by the repair of structural elements such as the slabs

and the concrete walls. The restoration work has been
carried out in accordance with the strict international
conservation criteria with the use of period assembly and
building techniques. The restoration was based on detailed
research that has deepened the knowledge of its original
architectural details.

Protection and management requirements

The Tugendhat Villa in Brno is protected under Act

No. 20/1987 Coll. on State Heritage Preservation as
amended and it is designated a national cultural heritage
property. Hence, it enjoys the highest degree of legal
protection as regards heritage preservation. The protective
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Brna je totozné s naraznikovou zénou statku svétového
kulturniho dédictvi a jeho ochranny rezim chrani i okoli
statku. Jakékoliv ¢innosti, jez by mohly mit dopad na oba
typy chranénych Gzemi, musi byt schvaleny pfisluSnym
statnim ¢i mistnim orgdnem pamatkové péce. Vila je

v ramci Uzemniho planu mésta Brna navrzena jako
vyznamna pohledova dominanta.

Vlastnikem vily Tugendhat je Statutarni mésto Brno,
spravou je povéfeno Muzeum mésta Brna, samostatné
oddéleni Vily Tugendhat, jeZ je zodpovédné za priibéznou
udrzbu, ochranu a propagaci statku. Vila je pfistupna
verejnosti k prohlidkdm v doprovodu privodce. Konaji

se zde nejrdzné;jsi kulturni akce. Financni prostredky na
udrzbu, ochranu a prezentaci statku jdou z rozpoctu mésta.
V roce 2006 byl zfizen Nadacni fond Vila Tugendhat, jejimz
cilem je ochrana a propagace statku.

Statek ma Management Plan, ktery je pravidelné
aktualizovan. Tento dokument sleduje i potencialni

rizika, ktera statek ohrozuji. Od zapisu statku na Seznam
svétového dédictvi jsou na vnitrostatni Urovni pfipravovany
ro¢ni monitorovaci zprdvy, které slouzi spravci statku
svétového dédictvi, Ministerstvu kultury, Narodnimu
pamatkovému Ustavu a ostatnim zainteresovanym
subjektlm podilejicim se na jeho spravé.

zone of the urban heritage reservation of Brno has been
delimited as a buffer zone of World Heritage property
and its preservation provisions protect the surrounding
area of the property. Any actions that may affect these
both types of conservation areas must be authorized

by the appropriate state or local heritage preservation
authorities. The villa has been proposed as a viewpoint in
the Brno Land Use Plan.

The City of Brno is the owner and administrator

of the Tugendhat Villa, which is responsible for

the maintenance, protection, and promotion

of the property. The villa is open to the public for

guided tours. The site also hosts various cultural events.
Financial resources for maintenance, conservation and
the presentation of the site are allocated from the town
budget. In 2006, the Tugendhat Villa Foundation has been
established with the aim to support the conservation and
the presentation of the property.

The Management Plan of the property is in place and it is
scheduled to be updated regularly. In this document, there
are monitored potential risks for the property. Since

the inscription of the villa on the World Heritage List,
annual monitoring reports have been prepared at

the national level to serve the property manager,

the Ministry of Culture, the National Heritage Institute and
other agencies involved as well.
